How are Sundays identified in this table?

Sundays and other days which are special “Feast Days" are simply identified by their name (eg. Ash Wednesday, Palm
Sunday, Christ the King). Otherwise, Sundays are identified by the number of Sundays after the start of a Season
(Epiphany 2, Easter 3, Pentecost 16). It is important to note that sometimes one of the Sundays after a Season

starts has its own name but it is still counted for the purposes of counting Sundays in that season (eg. Pentecost

1 is named Trinity Sunday, but it is also the first Sunday after Pentecost, so the next Sunday is Pentecost 2). A long
standing practice in some Christian traditions counts all the Sundays which are not in a special season (ie. those after
Epiphany and after Pentecost). This count of Sundays in “Ordinary Time" (from the same root word as “ordinal” thus
meaning “counted time") varies depending on when Easter lands in the year. We indicate this number in brackets in
case it is useful in reading lectionary resources from traditions who identify Sundays in Ordinary Time.
